AS WE GATHER 

 

The vineyard is frequently used in Scripture to denote a special place in God’s creation. 

To have a vineyard and enjoy its fruit is a blessing. When the prophet Isaiah speaks of 

the goodness of the Lord, he says that God’s favored people “shall build houses and 

inhabit them; they shall plant vineyards and eat their fruit” (Isaiah 65:21). Vineyards 

were planted with a fruitful harvest in mind. We are the Lord’s planting, and we eagerly 

await our harvest home.

Confession of Sins LSB 151 

P Let us then confess our sins to God our Father. 

C Most merciful God, we confess that we are by nature sinful and unclean. We 

have sinned against You in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done 

and by what we have left undone. We have not loved You with our whole 

heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We justly deserve Your 



present and eternal punishment. For the sake of Your Son, Jesus Christ, have 

mercy on us. Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in 

Your will and walk in Your ways to the glory of Your holy name. Amen. 

 

Absolution LSB 151 

P Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die for you and for His sake 

forgives you all your sins. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His 

authority, I therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the 

T Son and of the Holy Spirit.
